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USA Taekwondo Membership Requirements: 
All athletes, coaches, and referees are required to be an athlete, coach, and/or referee member of USAT 
for 2010 prior to the start of competition. 

 
ATHLETE REQUIREMENTS:         
Please note the following: 

 • All individuals must hold the appropriate citizenship for their competition.  If the individual is not 
a valid U.S. Resident or U.S. Citizen he/she WILL NOT be able to compete at the Junior 
Olympics or Senior Nationals.   

 

 All individuals are required to have valid USA Taekwondo membership to participate in the event.   

 
Sparring: 
 

Color Belts: Individuals placing in the top 4 will advance to the Junior Olympics 
and U.S. National Championships in Orlando, Florida.  This has been changed 
since last year to allow more individuals to qualify from the State Championships. 
 
Black Belts: Qualification for black belt competitors is a tiered system. 
6-13 year olds- Individuals placing in the top 4 will advance to the Junior Olympics and 
U.S. National Championships in Orlando, Florida.  
 
14-17, 18-32-1st place finisher advances if there are less than 400 competitors, 1st & 2nd 
place finishers advance if there are between 400- 600 competitors.  The top 4 finishers 
will advance for competitions with over 600 competitors. 
 
FORMS 
includes the following divisions: 
 
Color Belts: Individuals participating in a state championships no matter their place will 
advance to the Junior Olympics and U.S. National Championships in Orlando, 
Florida. 
 
6-9 year old Black Belts: Individuals participating in a state championships no matter 
their place will advance to the Junior Olympics and U.S. National Championships 
in Orlando, Florida. 
 

POOMSAE (WTF cut off format) 
Includes the following divisions: 
 
10-13 year old Black Belts:  Individuals participating in a state championships no matter 
their place will advance to the Junior Olympics and U.S. National Championships 
in Orlando, Florida. 
 
14+ year old Black Belts: 1st-3rd place finisher will advance to the Junior Olympics 
and U.S. National Championships in Orlando, Florida. 
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If an athlete qualifies at both a State Championship and National Qualifier in the same 
belt and weight category, the athlete will automatically receive the National Qualifier 
seed.  The 2nd place (silver medalist) from the State Championship will then qualify. 
 
The 33 & older Sparring and Color Belt Forms competition is not available at the 
National Qualifiers.  These divisions are Open Divisions at the Junior Olympics and U.S. 
National Championship only. 
 

These divisions and White Belts may be held at the State Championships.  All 
participants are still required to be athlete members of USAT.  White Belts divisions are 
not available at any USAT National Qualifier, Junior Olympics or U.S. National 
Championship. 
 

If a competitor wants to compete in both the Junior Olympics 14-17 Black Belt Division 
and the Senior Black Belt Division, he/she must compete and qualify in each division. 
 
COACH REQUIREMENTS:         
Coaches are not required to hold AC Certification this year but are required to be 
members of USAT. 
 
 
Contestant Uniform and Protective Equipment 
1) The contestant shall wear the trunk protector, head protector, groin guard, forearm guards, shin 
guards, gloves and a mouthpiece before entering the contest area. 
 
2) The groin guard, forearm guards and shin guards shall be worn beneath the Taekwondo uniform. 

The contestant shall bring this WTF‐ approved protective equipment, as well as gloves and the 

mouthpiece, for his/her personal use. Wearing any item on the head other than the head protector 
shall not be permitted 
 
3) The ITSA has made arrangement with LaJust to provide Electronic Body Protector for the competition 
just as in the national.
